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FY 2010 BUDGET AND APPROPRIATIONS

More than 41 million Americans -- approximately 15 percent -- report having some form of disability.
Over ten percent of Americans with disabilities have developmental disabilities.

Individuals with disabilities often need an array of supports and services to help pay for medical bills,
special education, job training, housing, and other critical needs.

Each year, the President proposes his budget, the Congress responds with its version, and the two
sides work out a final budget agreement that provides for these important programs.

This year, President Obama’s budget should allow many key disability programs to grow.
The Congress is now working on its budget for the next fiscal year.

The new budget needs to provide money to reform Medicaid and health care.

Congress Should:

> Make sure that reform of Medicaid and Community Based Long Term Services and Supports are
part of health care reform;

> Increase funding for programs that allow individuals with disabilities to live and work in the
community;

> Restore funding for programs that have been cut in recent years (such as supported employment);

> Support our recommended funding levels, so that key programs can meet the needs of individuals
with disabilities and their families; and

> Ensure that federal agencies (like the Social Security Administration) have enough staff and
resources for individuals to receive benefits on time.
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
